Watercolor Board:
# 5114 Crescent Cold Press Premium Watercolor Board
Note: Cut boards to two sizes for working outdoors, 7 1/2 x 10, and 10 x 13 then measure 3/8 of an inch all around from the edges and line this out in pencil. This will give you your taping line when you tape the board to your painting board.
 
Watercolor Palette:  Holbein Watercolor Tin Palette with thumb hole or similar.
Note: This palette comes in two sizes I prefer the smaller one, but have also used  the larger one.
 
Mixing Tray:  Any white porcelain butcher's tray @ 12 x 16 in size
 
Masking Tape:  Any standard 2" roll of masking tape
 
Watercolor Brushes:
Suggested -  Richeson # 24, # 20, # 12, # 8 and a #  3 (Series 9000, made in England) or any other similar synthetic rounds. Robert Simmons # 278 Sky Flo Wash (1" flat)
 
Water Containers:   Please have 2 plastic or metal water containers with you filled with water (preferably about 32 oz. each. You will also need a round short plastic container to use on your  mixing tray for water.
 
Plein Air Easel:   I use the 1/2 Box Backpacker Easel made in Italy by M.A.B.E.F., but any 1/2 box or full outdoor easel will work.
 
Mounting Panel:   I use apiece of Masonite but you can use Foam core Board about 12 x 16 in size to use to tape your watercolor board to and mount to your easel.
 
Sketch Pencil:   Any medium lead sketching pencil along with a kneaded eraser
