I prefer a limited palette of warm and cool of each primary color plus white:

Cadmium Lemon

Cadmium Yellow Med or Yellow Ochre

Cadmium Red Lt or Permanent Red

Alizarin Crimson

Ultramarine Blue

Prussian Blue

Titanium White

Burnt Sienna

Tube Grays

Oils in Utrecht and Gamblin are best paints for the money.  Daylor-Rowney Greorgian is good enough and cheap; Winton by Windsor Newton is better. Rembrandt, Grumbacker are also fine.  

Turpenoid

Easel – French easel or I recommend a good portable and multifunctional easel that you can get from Open Box M or EasyL through www.artworkessentials.com.  I have several and my favorite is the Pro-Lite for small oil paintings (12 x 16 and smaller) and the Versa for pastels.

Tri-pod

Wood Palette (for French easel) – please, NO paper palettes

Palette Knife (tapered tip)

Brushes:

Bristles are great – sizes 2-12 flats and filberts.  You can also augment with sables for blending.  Grumbacher makes good brushes.  Some of my new favorites are the Escoda line (European).

Canvases:  
8 x 10s and 9 x 12s ONLY

If using Frederix or similar I recommend a brush coat of gesso. Raymar and Pintura are good and fairly inexpensive.  If you are really ambitious, you can pick up some cut sheets of Masonite from Lowes/Home Depot and give them 3 coats of gesso.  Canvases from www.windriverarts.com have a great select of primings and painting surfaces.

Can or container to hold turpenoid

Paper towels or lots of good painting rags

Laytex gloves if you so desire

Artists umbrella (optional)
